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Abstract: The purpose of this paper is to present some of the main characteristics of the linear model of thinking and to show how most of our activities have roots in this cognitive model. A thinking model is actually a cognitive approximation of the real processes from our environment, which is by its intrinsic nature infinite in all dimensions. A linear process is characterized by the fact that outputs are related to inputs by linear functions or equations. Such a process is important in management because it is measurable, predictable and controllable. It allows the superposition of effects which means also the decomposition of a complex problem into more simpler problems. However, there is a strong offensive coming from nonlinearity which imposes the adoption of some more complex nonlinear models. This is necessary especially in value systems, intellectual capital and emotional intelligence fields.
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
