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knowledge management. STUDENTS’ SATISFACTION AND SUPPLeMENTARY STUDY

Abstract: The paper represents the second part of a research based on questionnaire conducted between 2002/2003 and 2005/2006 within the Economic Sciences Faculty from Transylvania University of Braşov, in order to evaluate the students’ satisfaction regarding the teaching methods and its implications on supplementary study, considering the role of explicit knowledge management and universities’ role within knowledge-based economy (Lupşa,-Tătaru 2006). Starting from the idea that the satisfaction concerning the means of teaching,  this part of the research was aimed to evaluate: the preoccupations for supplementary study, to identify the information resources used by students for supplementary study, the preferences for different types of documentation resources and the students’ resistance to change regarding e-learning. The main hypotheses of this part of the research were: the students’ satisfaction regarding the means of teaching influences the preoccupations for supplementary study and students preferences, as a main resource for supplementary documentation the Internet, instead of a library. As for the results, the first hypothesis was entirely verified, the second was not verified. 
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
