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Abstract: Environment preservation policies have been applied long before tourism development we witness our days, mainly, by declaring certain areas as preserved areas, especially in mountain or seaside zones. National parks have been established, usually stating three different zones (integrated reservation, buffer zone and peripheral zone). In Romania there are 5 bio-geographical areas a unique case among European countries. The experience of different countries of the world in the field of natural national and regional parks establishment and management may serve to adopt an adequate policy in the field of tourist sustainable valorisation of such parks in our country.       
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
