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ROMANIAN ECONOMY'S COMPETITIVENESS AND THE OBJECTIVES OF SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT
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Abstract: Romania has recorded in the last five years macroeconomic stability, essential for the sustainable development of the country, characterized by a growth of GDP (Gross Domestic Product) based on investments and exports. The medium annual economic growth rhythm of circa 6% during 2001-2006 was due to constructions (8,2%), industry (5,4%) and services (5,8%). The GDP increase in 2005 of 4,1% was due to the significant development in construction (9,9%) and services(8,1%). Comparative with the European competitors, Romania has a GDP level (to the parity of the buying power) of almost 50% from the one of the new E.U. member states and of almost 40% from the one of the poorer developed countries from the E.U.-15 (Greece and Portugal).
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
