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Abstract: As a basic part of the Global Mining Initiative (GMI), the Mining, Minerals and Sustainable Development Project (MMSD project) was an industry-wide research process aiming to develop a framework of options for the global mining sector to align with the sustainable development requirements. This paper aims to point out some important issues revealed by the MMSD project referring to the need and the ways forward for an integrated approach to the industry, including supply chain management. By presenting the MMSD project’s vision of this approach, the paper attempts to provide a credible and useful framework of reference for Romanian mining sector and its stakeholders (including the researchers with interests in this field). The authors’ argument for the necessity of this paper resides in their antecedent researches’ results and observations on some problems of the mining companies from our country, especially related to an apparent lack of concerns for managerial improvements in areas identified as priorities at the world level by the MMSD project.
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
