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Abstract: Within CEEX project entitled “Higher Education Efficiency in Romania from the Educational – Formative Requirements Dynamics Perspective” (P – INVS) coordinated by ASE Bucharest, the research team analyzed students expectations regarding educational offer in the economical engineering field of Technical University of Iasi. The second part of the paper analyzes the following aspects: the appropriate disciplines for specialization, the disciplines which require few hours, the disciplines which require more hours, competences acquired during faculty.The conclusions are useful to improve educational processes, for both professors and the faculties of management.
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
