Abstract: The paper presents the results of two comparative studies, one theoretical and the other one applicative, concerning knowledge evaluation: the first consisting of modeling and simulating the value of each category of knowledge regarding quality within a university, and the second consisting of a questionnaire-based research, in order to confirm/infirm the results of the simulation. The results of the first study, based on the experts’ opinions, revealed that the most valuable knowledge for a Romanian university is the ones regarding the quality of basic processes, considering the preoccupations for quality in higher education nowadays. The results of the second study had confirmed the fact that knowledge concerning the quality of basic processes is the most valuable and important, highlighting that the teaching staff, also preoccupied with quality matters, value in the same way this type of knowledge.
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
